Environmental Requirements for Construction/Demolition Projects


The Xerox Environmental Management Operations Department (EMO) must be contacted during the planning stage of the project to coordinate environmental programs.  An Environmental Compliance Request Form (ECRF) must be completed by the project manager and approved by EMO before project work may commence.  Before any disposal, recycling, or discharge options are approved, EMO must sign-off the ECRF to ensure that proper testing of waste materials and evaluation of analytical results has occurred. The budget center of the project or building involved must be provided and will be charged for all testing.  The budget centers will also be charged for the disposal of all wastes.

Wastewater Management / Surface Stream Protection

· Sediment control devices must be installed at all surface stream locations that support the collection system in the proposed work zone.  This requirement also applies to staging areas used to store excess soil and/or sub-base materials.

· All wastewater discharges resulting from dewatering or cleaning activities (pits, trenches, etc.) must be pre-approved by EMO.   

· All new paved surfaces must promote effective drainage to minimize salt usage.  

· All waste materials originating from equipment (i.e. pavers) cleaning activity must be collected and contained in DOT approved containers supplied by the contractor as instructed by EMO.

· EMO must be notified prior to any plumbing connections to ensure that proper permitting and inspection requirements are met.

Construction Debris Management

EMO will determine if testing of waste materials is needed and will initiate all required analytical activities.  EMO will analyze results and manage all wastes deemed hazardous.  Only after wastes are deemed non-hazardous will the solid waste disposal and recycling options outlined below be followed.  Costs incurred from recycling or disposal of non-hazardous wastes will be paid by the contractor.  Arrangements for disposal and recycling programs must also be set-up by the contractor. 
ASPHALT:

· Excavated (Used) Asphalt - Asphalt must be reused or recycled if it is a reasonable business alternative. 

· Excess (Virgin) Asphalt - During the paving phase of the project all excess new asphalt must be managed off Xerox property.  It is recommended that the excess material be managed through recycling efforts.

SCRAP METAL:
All scrap metal materials not designated for reuse must be recycled at a Xerox approved facility.   Integrated Recycling Services, (716) 685-7000, or an approved vendor identified by EMO, must be used.  Contact your EMO building representative to request a roll-off.  For parking lot projects all salvageable guide rails in good condition, (not bent) must be delivered to a Xerox staging area that will be specified by Xerox Site & Facility Services.

· Integrated Recycling Services requires 48 hour notice when scheduling a dumpster/roll-off.

· The following materials must not be commingled with recycled metals: wood, soil, concrete, foam, and cardboard.

· All pressurized tanks will be evaluated on a case-by-case basis by EMO to determine proper disposal.

· Proper disposition of any PCB ballasts or fluorescent bulbs should be coordinated through EMO.

CONCRETE:  
All recyclable concrete must be managed off Xerox property. The Dolomite Group (585-235-9292) or an approved vendor identified by EMO must be used as the recipient of recyclable concrete.  The following guidelines apply:

· All concrete pieces must be less than 3’ x 3’ x 8”.

· All asphalt pieces must be less than 4’x 4’x 1’ (No soil).

· Concrete cannot include any cable-reinforcement (rebar). 

· The following materials must not be commingled with recycled concrete: wood, soil, cable, block with insulation, plastic, and cardboard.

· Contractors can use their own vehicles to haul concrete to Dolomite, or utilize Waste Management of Rochester’s services.

SOIL:
EMO will provide proper guidance for the management of all soil removal activities.  EMO will also determine if testing of the soil is needed and will initiate all required analytical activities.  EMO will analyze the results and determine soil disposition.  All soil excavated for project installations or removal must be returned to its origin whenever possible.  At the completion of each project, all soil piles must be leveled off and graded to the satisfaction of Xerox (owner representative).

WASTE:


· For the disposal of non-hazardous solid waste generated on-site, Waste Management of Rochester, NY must be used.  

· All industrial waste, chemical waste and hazardous waste materials must be collected and contained in proper DOT approved containers supplied by the contractors as instructed by EMO’s “Monroe County Waste Disposal Procedure Manual”.  

· The disposal and on-site transportation of all controlled industrial and/or hazardous waste materials will be the responsibility of Xerox, unless otherwise specified.
