Xerox Webster Radiological Emergency Response

Xerox’s Webster campus is approximately 7 miles from the Ginna Nuclear Power Plant, and as a result, the potential exists for the site to be impacted by emergency events at Ginna.

If an event at Ginna escalates to a degree that impacts the community, the Monroe County Office of Emergency Preparedness (OEP) will coordinate the response through the County Emergency Operations Center (EOC).  Xerox is represented at the EOC and will directly receive information as it develops.

The actions required by Xerox during a Ginna emergency will be determined by the County and will be based on the nature of the situation.  Typically, Xerox action will fall into one of the following categories:

1. Site closure: Most radiological incidents develop slowly - over a period of hours or days.  The most likely scenario involves Xerox being asked to cancel upcoming shifts.  This situation would allow for the orderly shutdown of processes during the current shift.  Updates will be provided on radio station WHAM 1180. Information on the closing will also be posted on the Xerox internal web site. 

2. Stay-in-place: In the event of an emergency which impacts only areas near Ginna, but is not expected to reach the Xerox campus, Xerox may be asked to keep all employees and contractors on site temporarily.  This is to reduce potential overloading of public roadways while people near Ginna are evacuated.  Work-as-usual can continue at the site unless directed otherwise.

3. Evacuation: In certain elevated emergency situations, the site will be directed to evacuate in an orderly manner.  The evacuation would be directed by Security via PA announcement according to a pre-determined schedule.  It is important that employees follow instructions and evacuate in the prescribed manner to avoid unnecessary overloading of roadways.  Employees will be expected to follow designated driving routes to reception sites identified in the Monroe County plan (contained in the calendar mailed yearly to RG&E customers).  An orderly shutdown of activities may or may not be possible.  Managers are responsible for ensuring that their employees evacuate the area and accounting for all employees.

4. Shelter-in-place:  In the event of an imminent or actual radiological release, it may be hazardous to go outside.  A “shelter-in-place” condition will be announced via the PA system and employees and contractors will be directed to the designated “safe zones” in each building (safe zone maps are posted in each building, with the safe zones highlighted in GREEN).  The main power to buildings on campus will be turned off in order to shut down the ventilation systems so that potentially contaminated air does not enter.  Emergency lighting will be available.  Employees and Contractors should remain in the “safe zones” until otherwise directed via PA announcement.  Potassium iodide tablets will be distributed, as necessary, at safe zone locations site wide.

Other events (which could require employees and contractors to shelter-in-place) could be a weather emergency (such as a tornado), a hazardous chemical spill on an adjacent roadway, or a terrorist-type chemical or biological attack on the Webster/ Xerox area.       

In all cases, Security will provide continuing communication via the site PA system and through building Safe Zone Coordinators.

All employees and contractors, especially those who live within the Ginna 10-mile Emergency Planning Zone, should familiarize themselves with the plan and be sure they understand evacuation routes, their reception center locations, and the school evacuation procedure.
